 This award was created to honour the life and spirit of Kendall Hebert, who died on October 1, 2006 at 17 years of age, while racing her jet dragster.  Kendall was an amazing young woman who showed character, determination, and courage in all aspects of her young life.  Kendall was actively involved in her community, in her school, and in her racing career.  She was a young person who believed that she could make a difference in this world and managed to touch many lives.  She was a great believer in balance and she felt that any extra effort by anyone should be rewarded and recognized.  Kendall had a learning disability that made it very difficult for her to be successful in school without the accommodations that were provided to her by her IEP.  As a young woman who was about to enter college, she knew that it would take hard work and a lot of support for her to be successful in her post secondary education.  

Overall Criteria
Are you a student graduating this current year who has a learning disability or a special education background?  Have you overcome some kind of difficulty or adversity in your life?  Do you possess the determination and drive to be successful?  Are you active in sports, your school, and in your community?  Do you advocate for yourself and for others?  The Kendall Hebert Memorial Scholarship fund is designed to assist a young person with their post-secondary education.  It is a $1000 annual scholarship that will be awarded to one graduating student from Belle River Secondary school per year who shows some of Kendall’s special qualities.  It can be used to help toward the cost of things like your tuition, textbooks, tools for your chosen trade, or tutors.  
Eligibility
If you are a special needs student who is graduating this year and are looking to enter college, university, or a trade school, we would like to hear from you.  Applications will provide us with your grades and basic information about you.  More importantly, we will need to know who you are and where you would like to take your life from here.  Applicants have the option of writing an essay or offering some other way of telling us about themselves.  A video, a Power Point presentation, or a tape recorded message telling us about yourself are some of the ways that you can tell us about who you are.  Grades will be one consideration as well as school and community involvement.  Tell us about yourself, what difficulties that you have overcome, what your strengths are, and where you would like to go from here.  Include how this award would help you toward achieving your goals.  Applications must be submitted to the school on or before April 1st with 2 references from a community leader (examples include teachers, clergy, coach etc).
